AD ALTARE DEI AWARD 
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This program is for Boy Scouts of the Roman Catholic faith who have been an active member of the Troop for at least 6 months, is between 13 and 14 years old, and have completed the 6th Grade. Older Scouts may also work on the Program.

PURPOSE:
The purpose of the Ad Altare Dei (to the altar of God) program is to help Catholic Scouts of the Roman Rite develop a fully Christian way of life in the faith community. The program is organized in chapters based on the seven Sacraments, a primary means toward spiritual growth.

REQUIREMENTS:
The use of a Catholic Bible is required. Bibles may be requested through the Knights of Columbus liaison or your Religious Emblem Counselor. The Scout should be advancing in Scouting (not mandatory), regular participation in Sunday worship, involved in formal religious education program, complete the requirements in the Ad Altare Dei Religious Emblem Scout Manual (Available at Scout Store @ $2.75), successfully complete an Ad Altare Dei Board of Review.  

SUGGESTED TIME REQUIREMENTS:  The program is designed to be completed in 6-8 mos.

SCOUT’S ROLE AND RESPONSIBLITY:


Attend the weekly or bi-monthly meeting and other Faith requirements. A Scout should not miss more than 2 meetings without a review of continuing the program. Work through the Ad Altare Dei Scout Manual with your counselor using a Bible were appropriate. Be prepared to share experiences at the Board of Review. Attend an annual Scout Retreat Encounter and/or visit two national catholic or religious shrines.

PARENT’S ROLE AND RESPONSIBILITY:


Attend a mandatory Orientation (1st meeting) with your Son. At least one parent or guardian needs to attend each of scheduled meetings(both preferred). Support the Religious Emblems Counselor in his/her role, and support your son as the shares lessons with the family.

PRESENTATION:
Presentation of this award SHOULD BE three-fold. The religious emblem will be presented to the Scout at the Annual PhxDCCS Youth Recognition Ceremony held normally the 3rd Sunday of May each year. The religious knot is normally presented at a Parish Ceremony. The pocket card should be presented at a Troop Court of Honor.
